Dear Parent/Carer

I am pleased to enclose your son/daughter’s Autumn Term school report. At Heathcote School we
report home three times a year, at the end of each term. These reports are also available online
using “Parent Portal”; you can collect further information about Parent Portal, including your
individual passwords and logins, at parents’ evenings. There is a link to parent portal on the school
website — www.heathcoteschool.com

On one side of the report is your son/daughter’s attendance record and on the other is their
subject information. This year we have further improved the reports and you will note the use of
grades to report on behaviour, effort, homework and attainment.

We have used a five point scale for behaviour, effort and homework, where a score of 5 is the best
for each category. Behaviour reflects your child’s conduct in the lesson as well as their preparation
for the lesson. This includes punctuality and ensuring they have the correct equipment for the
lesson. Effort is an indication for the student’s attitude towards their learning, their degree of
motivation and their independent learning skills. The homework score includes both the student’s
efforts/achievements on their homework as well as their ability to meet deadlines and hand it in on
time. Further details, including a description of each score, are available from the school website
or you can contact the school for a printed copy.

The attainment grade indicates what grade or level the student is on now. At Key Stage 3, we
have reported using National Curriculum levels. Each level is split into a,b and c where a is the
highest grade within a level.

Please discuss this report with your son/daughter. We will be using them to set targets in the new
year. If you have any comments, please fill in the slip below and return it to the school office.
